KALI VES 
Kalives is a large bustling seaside village with plenty of character. 
There is a regular bus service to the towns of Chania or Rethymnon 
along the   national highway which is about 1km from the village 
centre.  There are also a few busses from the village centre to Chania 
each day. The village has several good bars & tavernas, mini markets, 
and also a doctor & a dentist. The beaches are sandy & shelve gently 
into the warm Mediterranean Sea. Each spring there is a fantastic pre-
lent carnival & a traditional Cretan festival in the summer. It is an 
ideal area for families. Kalives is situated in the Apokoronas region, at 
the mouth of Souda bay with spectacular views across to the Akrotiri 
peninsula. 
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 Soak the beans in water overnight. 
Boil them until soft and strain well. 
Peel and chop the tomatoes and add 
salt, pepper, olive oil and parsley. 
 Spread the beans in a pan and cover 
them with mixture. 
 Bake for approx. 40 minutes.

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       JEAN & JOCK’S COLUMN 

The first month in our house 
 
We are settling in nicely in our new home.  The wall around the plot is just about completed, 
and we have a small garden in front of the patio.  We have planted 2 of the largest grape 
vines in the ground, and I am starting to plant geraniums.  As it is so hot they are the only 
plants that I dare to plant as they love the sunshine.  Some of my other plants are still in 
their pots and I keep them in the shade as much as possible as they wilt alarmingly in the 
full sun.  These plants will go into planters under the pergola when it is finished.  We have 
been to a few garden centres looking at palm trees (I always come back with something 
else), they start at about 20 euro for a small one, up to over 100 euro for a 3 metre one, we 
would like a medium one, its just that they look so big in their pots and they could be dying 
off but you wouldn’t know until a few months later if it was ok. Apparently they can be 
temperamental when transplanted as they need a warm environment to start growing new 
roots. Its best to plant one now, we just have to decide how much we can afford.  
So we still have people working on the outside of the house (building the main pergola and 
building the walls around the out side, but in the afternoon when they have left we have the 
place to ourselves.  
I don’t want to mention the weather really, but it is so hot at the moment that until the 
pergola is completed we can only sit out side in the early morning and the evenings. I think 
the evenings are best as we can stay out as long as we like, we have a bbq most evenings, 
and we watch the bats flying around the evening sky. 
We go to the beach a few times a week, taking our own sun beds and umbrella.  The long 
beach which stretches from Georgioupolis to Petra’s Gorge, about 6 kilometres long, is a 
lovely place to relax or to walk along, and you can always find a quiet place to be, although 
it is getting busier as it is Greek holiday time.  We usually ‘park’ our beds close to a taverna 
so that we don’t dehydrate too much! 
We now have internet connection.  We were dreading getting started as we have heard of 
people having a lot of trouble getting online. We went into the OTE office in the village 
nearby and gave Costas our telephone number and address, he checked on the computer 
that access was available; he filled in an online form, and said we will receive a phone call 
when all was ready and we could then call in and collect our modem.  It wasn’t quite that 
simple of course, as he said we would be called ‘next week’, we took that literally, so called 
into the office a week later, and he said why come so soon? So we waited 2 more weeks, 
and then went in again, he said why have you waited so long? It seemed they had our tax 
number down wrong, so he corrected it and gave us a modem out of the store room, went 
home and after 2 days of trying various ways around the Otenet site, where it helpfully 
asked if you wanted the details in English, and then proceeded to display everything after 
that in Greek.  The helpline was very helpful though and a friend of ours helped with 
installing the modem so now we are up and running.  Of course by now I’ve forgotten what 
we wanted the internet for in the first place. Mainly it’s just to keep in touch with friends and 
relatives, and to read the news.  We have TV connection but no TV yet, well we have 
managed without it since we arrived in Crete and haven’t got around to get one yet. I expect 
in the winter we shall want one as there are some films in English (with Greek subtitles) but 
by then all the jobs we cant do as its so hot (don’t mention the weather) will keep us going 
until next April I hope. The air conditioning was part of the package with the house; perhaps 
we shall have that in by the winter too.

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  JOSY MARIS’S COLUMN 

                                  The Bells of Armeni. 
 
No, not the bells of St. Mary’s, but the village of Armeni in the Northwest of Crete, 
slightly inland from Kalives. I first heard the bells, not in Armeni, but when staying in 
some rooms on the mountain road down to Georgioupoli. We had gone to bed fairly 
early that night, quite tired, as we had been swimming and walking a great deal during 
the day. There was not a great lot of traffic on the road that night and we soon settled 
down and went to sleep. Some time during the night, I was awoken by some sound. I 
lay in bed, wondering what it could have been. As I lay there, I thought I could hear 
running water, not water from a tap, but the sound of a running stream, gently gurgling 
and tinkling down the mountainside. This gently tinkling water, however, did not run 
as consistently as one would expect.  Why would the sound of a mountain stream be at 
the back of the house and then, ten minutes later, be at the front of the house, and 
moving away from it, getting more indistinct?  Later still, it seemed to have reversed 
its flow, and be coming up the mountain past the house again.  Sleep, by now, had 
long gone. Intrigued, I got up out of bed and looked out of the window, as the sun was 
just trying to peep over the mountain, and there was a pre-dawn twilight. There was a 
stream, not of water, but of woolly backs slowly moving up the mountain past the 
house. The woolly stream paused as the sheep grazed among the rocks and boulders, 
then moved on, the bells round their necks tinkling in different tones, all together a 
mountain stream. It was a gentle sound, as musical and peaceful as gently running 
water. The stream widened, narrowed, flowing slowly upwards until it was out of 
sight, the music fading into the distance. Who were the music-makers, the sheep or the 
bells?  Neither. The instrument makers, who used sheet steel, hammers and anvil in 
their workshop in Armeni, made the bells, those musical instruments. I found the old 
man and his son sitting in their shadowy workshop, making use of the light coming 
through the wide-open door, surrounded by a variety of hammers, drills and vices. 
They do not use a foundry; they work as smiths, with sheet metal, and hammer out 
sheep and goat bells in one piece. The bells come in different forms, sizes and sounds. 
Each bell also has its own distinct tone.  
      There are more than two million sheep and goats on Crete, but they don’ t all wear 
a bell. An old Venetian law of 1349 required one animal in twenty-five to wear a bell 
to allow flocks to be easily regulated.  These days, the ratio is a little lower, because of 
cost. Large bells are for rams and Billy goats, the leading males. The smaller bells are 
for lead sheep. Every bell is unique with its own individual sound. Each piece of metal 
is hammered into a rounded shape, checked all the time to ensure the desired tone, 
then folded gently and the sides connected with a small metal clamp. Holes are 
punched in the top and the hanger inserted from which the ‘striker’  is hung. Once the 
sound and tone are right, it is up to the shepherd to allocate the instruments to the 
players in the open-air orchestra – the sheep and the goats!  It is said that the animals 
themselves take pleasure from the sound of the bells, as well as the human audience. 
      Sadly, when I went to see them at work again this year, I found the workshop 
closed and silent. The charcoal burner told me that the old man had died. He did not 
know whether the business would be revived and carried on. I didn’t have time to find 
out where the nearest bell maker works. I’ ll need to come again and talk to some 
shepherds, or perhaps you could do it for yourselves!
